Continue to add 
neutralizing agent until reaction stops. Let cool before collecting. Or use a commercially available caustic (alkaline or basic) 

spill clean-up kit. Follow kit directions exactly.  Working from around the edges of the spill inward, cover with bentonite, 

vermiculite, or commercially available inorganic absorbent material.  Mix in sufficient absorbent until it appears dry.  

Remember, adding an absorbent material does not remove a physical, health, or environmental hazard.  Collect as much of 

the spilled material as possible.  Place in a closed container approved for transportation by appropriate authorities.  Clean up 

residue with water.  Seal the container.  Dispose of collected material as soon as possible in accordance with applicable 

local/regional/national/international regulations.
